All breeders should check the Approved Sire list on the AMGA website to see 
if your favorite sires are listed. If not, double check with the of• ce before sending a straw out 
to the labs for a DNA record. We also had to implement some fee changes that our Association 
Of• ce will make you aware of.

Exhibitions and Standards Committee led by Sharon Virtue will be updating the Breeders 
Guide with the new improved Breedplan Procedures, Fee Changes, and Bylaws as soon as our 
Bylaws change recommendations have been approved by the membership.

Your directors put in some valuable and productive time serving you and your Murray 
Grey interests before and during the Reno Meeting. They stand ready to be of assistance should 
you need any. Please feel free to contact any of us should you need assistance as we move our 
Breed, our Association, our Association Of• ce, and our Members forward for this next year and 
coming decade.
