What Is good for Murray Greys?

Recently a new Murray Grey registry has
popped up and this gave me thought. You have to ask
yourself, is this to better the breed? | say NO. We as
breeders need to start to debate where we want to go
with our herds? We must ask ourselves, do | really
want to support another unrecognized association
or do | want to support the long standing and only
recognized Association that has only had the good of
the breed in mind. That would be American Murray
Grey Association.

The splinter groups only hurt the breed as a
whole. Someone or some group gets mad or put out
of joint and instead of working through the bylaws
and the system, decide, “I'll just take my ball and bat
and go start a registry”

This mentality takes away from the breed as a
whole and does a disservice to the new cattle person
looking to purchase MG’s. These splinter groups are
just like they sound; a splintered off group.

AMGA is not a perfect entity, its run by
people and the only perfect person died on the cross
for our sins and was raised from the dead. So like any
imperfect human, there are things that are not going to
be perfect. But you should be considering the cattle
erst and foremost.

When | erst started looking for MG’s 9 years
ago, | was not aware that there were 2 registries.

1) The ofecial Registry American Murray Grey
Association. And a splinter group This group was
formed because a few people got mad and didn’t have
the patience to work through a problem or mistake.

So that disgruntled group just took their ball and bat
and started their own registry. (They’'d show the
AMGA))

What has been the outcome of that? Several
things have or haven't happened with the erst splinter
group.

a) This group does not have an ofecial web site
to promote the breed and the breeders.

b) Try calling up the splinter groups registry and
get someone that will promote the MG as a
breed and is knowledgeable about the breed.
The person at the splinter’s registry doesn’t
know MG cattle. MG's are just one of several
breeds that registry takes care of.

No Association shows available with this
splinter group. (I’'m not saying showing is for
everyone, but how else do you get the animals
out to the potential new buyers and cattlemen
and show that MG’s are worth looking at and
worth consideration.)

public what great animals Murray Greys are.

No EPD’s available. The erst splinter group
has been around for more than 11 years and
still do not have a way to do EPD’s. EPD’s
you ask, what is the importance of these?
(EPD= Estimated Progeny Difference) * for
more better understanding of EPD’s read
pages 13 through 21 of the American Murray
Grey Association Group Breed plan Breeders
Guide. The 2011 revision is available through
the national ofece. Most breeds that are
trying to attract the cattleman will have EPD’s
to show prospective buyers what to expect
from the cattle. Plus EPD’s are a great tool to
help the breeder to improve their herd. The
more animals in the EPD pool the better the
numbers.
